	BBC Schools—This site is broken down first into primary and secondary sections.  Then it can be accessed by subject areas.  The sites are intended to support UK Key Stages.  Roughly, these compare to our grades as follows.  If you teach a grade on the “cusp,” check two Key Stages for materials.
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(Chateau Meddybemps—Most of these do not have accompanying sound, but there are quite a few choices of books to read and at different levels which can accommodate students with varying reading levels.  

	
	(Lil Fingers—This is actually a website intended for younger children, 2 and 3 years old, but the stories are nice for children with beginning reader skills.

	PBS Kids—This site is also a great source of online games and resources for teachers
	(((Children’s Storybooks—This site has books for K-8.  

	PBS Teachers—Resources for educators sorted by grade level.  Much more comprehensive than the previous site.
	(((Candlelight Stories—This site is also multi-level.  There are some audio stories too and some poetry as well.  

	ReadWriteThink—This website is co-sponsored by the International Reading Association and the National Council of Teachers of English.  The Interactive activities are particularly nice at this site as many of them produce a printable record of what the student did while at the site—an excellent way to differentiate instruction and maintain accountability at learning centers/stations.  
	((Storyline Online—This site is a very nice one.  Members of the Screen Actors Guild read stories aloud.  There is a new feature story each month.  There are quite a few stories to pick from.  

	
	(Boowa and Kwala.  This site has stories, games and other resources as well.  



	
	(Alex’s Scribbles—There are several stories available here.  They do not have sound.

	Thinkfinity—This is an excellent education portal which partners up with at least 7 or 8 other major sites for content area instruction. (Look for the “content partners.”) Be sure to see what resources are available for your subject area and grade at this site.  Be sure to check out the calendar at this site; it is a great way to know special events that occurred on a given day.  
	(((International Children’s Digital Library—This site contains books in several languages.  It is intended for children up to 13.

	((Bartleby:  Great Books.  This is a great source for literature, mostly older students.

	Internet4Classrooms—this is another mega site that covers K-12.  It also offers technology tutorials and some professional development information on major topics that are of pedagogical interest now.
	((Winged Sandals—An opportunity to explore the world of mythological gods, heroes, and monsters.

	TeAchnology—this site has a subscription portion to it, probably worthwhile, if you are willing to purchase for yourself.  However, there are many free resources there and a rubric maker.
	((American Folklore—Tall tales, spooky stories, and more.  

	
	((Encyclopedia Mythica.  This is a great mythology resource and makes for fun reading too.

	Kathy Schrock—This site has been around for a long time, but it is still a good source of information for teachers.  
	((Antique Books—Includes scanned versions of old texts including some old Golden Book texts.

	Discovery Education—This site has a subscription side to it as well, but there are free resources available too.
	((Grimm’s Fairy Tales—Beautiful site of traditional fairy tales.

	New York Times—the newspaper has a very good education resources section which includes lesson plans and other materials of interest; you don’t have to use the newspaper itself.  
	((Hans Christian Anderson Fairly Tales—A very complete collection of the fairy tales.

	WatchKnow—this website catalogues over 15,000 educational videos in one place.  Many of the videos can be found on YouTube only, so for now, that means alternate means of access, but this site is definitely worth checking out.  The math videos can be really good since they show how to perform a task over and over, if needed.
